But not me. I listened to God. I loved talking with him, and he loved 
talking with me. That’s why God gave my family and me a second 
chance. When God sent a huge flood to destroy everything in the 
world, he saved my family and me on a huge boat. 

When you pray, you invite God into your life. So when 
the floods of life come your way, God is always there to 
help you through them.

When I was 100 
years old, my wife and I still didn’t have any 
children. Even though God had promised us 
a big family—a HUGE family—we thought 
we were too old to have kids. I thought God 
might have forgotten. 

But you know what? I kept praying. I told 
God I still wanted children. I talked to God 
about his promise to give me a family. I knew 
God was my friend, and I knew God always 
keeps his promises. In his own time, God 
answered my prayers.  

It’s never too early or too late to pray. You 
can’t pray too long, and you can’t pray too 
short. Anytime is a great time to pray— 
day or night, when you're young or old,  
happy or sad. 

It’s always a good time to talk to God. 
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Take a moment, right now, to 
pray to God. Maybe you can tell 
God about your day. 

Here’s an example of what  
you might say to God today:

“God, today I played outside with 
my friends, and I had a lot of 
fun. Even though I didn’t talk to 
you then, I knew you were with 
me. I’m glad I can talk to you 
anytime. Amen.”
